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Greetings in the Name of the LORD!
People keep asking me…Pastor, 
how are things going at Pilgrim? 
And I always answer that things 
are going very well. More and 
more people are attending 
worship services, we are getting 
many visitors, boards and 
committees are active. And so, 
from this perspective things at 
Pilgrim are doing very well. So, 
how can we improve? 

One of the areas that we are still 
struggling is financially. Of our 
381 members recorded in our 
files, 165 are active…which 
means they have come sometime 
during the last 12 months to a 
church service. Our average 
weekly attendance right now is 
105. The weekly attendance 
usually goes down in the summer 
and picks up a bit in the fall. Of 
those 165 active members, 120 
have made some type of financial 
donation during the year. The 
average weekly gift is $27.00, 
which means some give more 
and some less than the this, but 
the overall average is $27.00. 
There is no “magic amount” that 
is required from each person or 
family, but at the end of the day, 
we must be able to fund the 
ministries that we operate. The 
two biggest expenses are the 
pastor and the building. Some 
would argue that both are 
necessary to do the ministries 
that we do. That $27.00 average 
per person right now is over 
$8,000 short of reaching our 
budget. 

There are two ways of making up 
budget deficits. The first is to 
spend less, the second is to take 
in more. Both are necessary at 
this time. We as a congregation 
need to look at ways to cut back 
on our projected spending, which 
means that even if we’ve 
budgeted for something, we may 
not be able to spend what we’ve 
budgeted. Secondly, we need to 
increase our revenue. 

One of the best ways to do that is 
to ask every one of our members 
to look at their own financial 
situation and pray about how they 
could help. Many of us are in 
fixed income situations and can’t 
really afford to increase our 
donations much. But would 
another $5.00 a week, be 
possible? Only you and God 
know that. For those of us who 
are not on fixed incomes, we all 
have many financial 
commitments, and increased 
giving could also be an issue. But 
what if we could increase the 
frequency of our gift. We have the 
electronic giving option that you 
could schedule a weekly, 
biweekly or monthly payment to 
the church. Most of us give only 
when we are in attendance, but 
what if we were able to give more 
frequently? I don’t have all the 
answers to this for each of our 
situations, but I would ask you to 
pray about it and see what, if 
anything you could do to help. 

The last financial issue that I 
wanted to share with you 
concerns our Preschool. This is a 

transition year. We have a whole 
new staff and because of that our 
enrollment is down this year. Our 
pay rate for our teachers is the 
lowest in the county, but we are 
projecting a $6,500 deficit this 
year because of low enrollment. 
We certainly hope and pray that 
this will improve for next year, but 
in the mean time we need your 
help in coming up with a strategy 
to erase this projected deficit, 
through fundraising, donations, 
etc. The Preschool is a mission to 
the community, where Jesus is 
proclaimed to our young people 
and their families. We need to do 
what we can to continue this, and 
so if you have any suggestions 
please talk to me or any member 
of the Board of Christian 
Education.

All is in God’s hands, we don’t 
need to worry about anything. We 
need to caste all of our cares and 
anxieties on HIM, because He 
cares for us. But we also need to 
work to the best of our ability to 
do HIS work in this place.

So, in closing, things are going 
well here at Pilgrim, but we do 
continue to have challenges, and 
probably always will. We will meet 
those challenges head on, and 
give all the glory to God!

We make plans for many things in life. We invite you to plan for your 
funeral, as well. Why? There are many reasons. First and foremost, funeral 
pre-planning provides a means of letting your wishes be known to all

concerned. Second, pre-planning your funeral enables you to give expression to your faith through choosing 
and ordering what is to take place. It becomes a witness to your loved ones and to all those who participate in 
and attend your funeral. And there’s more. Planning now for your funeral eases the burden on your loved ones 
by eliminating the pressure of decision-making, particularly the need of trying to do things “the way you would 
have wished.” Finally, pre-planning will give you a certain amount of peace, knowing that your affairs are in 
order. If at all possible, discuss these plans with your loved ones. Allow them to participate in the planning and 
express their thoughts. At first the conversation might seem awkward; but most will find that the conversation 
leads to a beautiful way of sharing mutual love for one another — a conversation best shared now, before 
death occurs. Once you have completed the pre-planning forms, please keep a copy for your files and share 
copies with your loved ones and the church office. As you know, some plans change and/or need to be 
tweaked. The events surrounding your death, or events that may occur between now and the time of your 
death, may necessitate a change in your funeral plans. If that’s the case, we will be happy to help you review 
and update your forms. We hope this handbook will answer many of your questions about the planning of a 
funeral/memorial service and outline the many ways the church will journey with you through the process. If 
you have questions, please feel free to contact Pastor Erv.

Laying Bricks
Have you had the opportunity to be part of a Mission Trip? Maybe it was during college to a distant land to 
construct much needed buildings and share the gospel. Many people I know traveled to the southeast United 
States to help with the clean-up effort after the devastation of Hurricane Katrina. Or was it assisting your 
church Youth Group as they did a “Backyard Mission Trip” helping people in your own neighborhood.
Talking to adults and teenagers returning from those trips is an amazing time to hear great stories. Much to my 
surprise the focus is less on the work that was accomplished or the people with whom they interacted but on 
the impact that the people had on them. It didn’t matter if the trip was to another country or just around the 
block, the result was the same. Those giving their time certainly accomplished a great deal by cleaning up 
debris, building new homes or repairing whatever needed updating. During the work they often interacted with 
the local people laying bricks to reinforce or build a foundation for a faith in Christ.
But a funny thing happened along the way; the workers were often impacted by the people they encountered. 
As they taught, they learned. As they befriended, they heard stories from the new friends that helped them 
grow in faith. Those were the first experiences that were shared as they returned home.
As we settle into our adult lives with the responsibilities of family, 50 hour work weeks and limited vacation it 
often becomes more difficult to carve out the time to pack up and leave on a mission trip for a week or more. 
For some a sense of frustration starts to grow as we just can’t do the things we have done before. Serving and 
making a difference in God’s Kingdom doesn’t have to be in a far off land.
What are the opportunities jumping up all around us? Serving as a Sunday School Teacher, helping in the 
nursery, being an usher or gathering a group of friends to help out with yardwork for one of the older members 
of your church can be just as important as doing the Mission Trip. Don’t be too proud to serve in the small 
places. The little things can make all the difference.
Even if we just can’t physically handle the labor anymore, we can still have a huge impact! Take the time to 
write or update your Will or Revocable Living Trust including a gift to your favorite ministry. That gift may help 
build the house, clean up the yard and lay the bricks, building the foundation for a new faith in Christ.
