STEWARDSHIP NEWS: You will be OK!

Recently a pastor at the church | was visiting delivered a moving sermon that drove the point home - “You will
be OK, help is on the way!”

How many times in our life have we heard those very words? You will be OK! From the medical staff as we see
them for some ailment - It's OK, we are here to help you through this. When the child falls down while playing,
the parent offers comfort - You'll be OK, I'm here. A warm hug or gentle kiss makes all the difference. When the
emergency personnel arrive on the scene - Don’t worry, we're here and we will take good care of you.

Whenever similar words are spoken, the effect is the same. We feel more comfortable, relaxed, reassured of
the outcome. We trust that the person is in control and we don’t need to worry.

Many of us don’t react the same way to the words of Jesus. We often try to take control, try to fix things. When
facing our Goliath do we react like David or more like Saul? Matthew 6:25 tells us not to worry. Do we trust His
words? Do we believe it and hold on to it?

We are reminded of the promise of Jesus in 1 Peter 3:21-22. Baptism makes us a child of God.

Jesus saves us by His death and resurrection. He defeated death and now sits at God’s right hand. He has
prepared a place for us, our future is secure. Jesus is here, it's going to be OK.

That's the message that should be our Safe Harbor. Jesus has done the work. His hands are reaching out to
us.
